· T he Of® ce has received calls from distressed members regarding the late transfer of animals ± please remember 
that all transfers need to be processed within 60 days of change of ownership. 

· Some vendors are expecting the transfer fees to be payed by the purchaser. The responsibility of the transfer 
fees lies with the vendor unless organized privately with the purchaser. No transfers will be affected without the 
accompanying fees.

· T here are new registration/ transfer forms available on the web site that can be ® lled in on screen.  Members area

· Regular ( not online ) registrations and transfers have at least a 10+ day turn around. The applications arrive at our 
Of® ce and are processed once a week. They are then Express posted to ABRI for certi® cate generation and then

LAW INFORMATION DAY

On Saturday, 15th March 2008, Susan and Ian Law of Matchless, African and Kotze Alliance White Dorpers, 
hosted a Dorper Information Day at their new property, just outside Wellington, NSW.   There was a lot of 
interest in the program and over 50 commercial, stud and potential breeders attended, coming from Baradine in 
the north to Condobolin in the west, Mittagong in the south and some even from as far away as Victoria.  

The program included practical sessions 
presented by Koenie Kotze, South African 
Inspector, Breeder and Judge.   Animals 
of different ages and quality were brought 
singly into a viewing area.   Koenie then 
helped participants see each animal's 
faults as well as its good points.    He later 
presented four sires, and elaborated on 
their different qualities.   He then brought 
in individual ewes and showed how to 
select the right ram for each ewe in order, hopefully, to produce the best lambs. 

Other sessions included:

Organic Lamb production, presented by Jim Milne.   Jim runs a large commercial operation which produces 
organic lambs throughout the year.   He told of how the Dorper lends itself to his type of operation because it 
can be joined at any time of year, and because it sheds and therefore does not need applications of chemicals 
against lice or  ̄y-strike.   He told how the Dorper has major advantages in prime lamb production because the 
lambs mature early and have higher dressing percentages.   He also illustrated some of the pitfalls in organic 
lamb production.

Ross Conn is a third generation merino breeder from the Wellington area and he spoke of his experiences in 
moving to a dorper-cross lamb producing operation.   It was very useful to hear his account of the motivation, 
experiences and rewards of his changeover.   We are told that his example has provided inspiration for others to 
take the plunge.

Tom Green is really focussed on the business outcomes of primary production.  He has run several operations, 
wool  production, stud merinos, lamb and beef 
production.   He has benchmarked all his operations and has 
discovered that the value of his dorper enterprise far outweighs 
any of the rest!

Part of the day was devoted to a question and answer session 
and discussion included amongst other topics, marketing, 
health issues, tagging and networking.   Participants found this 
a particularly good session as it enabled them to get practical 
advice on any problems they were having.

Participants subsequently congratulated Susan and Ian on 
the quality and quantity of information made available 
and they were particularly appreciative of the value of the 
practical component of the day.   As a result, the Laws intend making their animals and their facilities available 
for further information days as well as for stud and commercial breeder training schools.   Anyone interested

The main ® ndings from the MLA 2007 lamb survey include: 

· T he estimated number of lambs on hand at June 
2007 dropped 8% on the previous year, to 25.1 
million. This included a decline across all lamb 
categories, with a drop in Merino, ® rst-cross 
and second-cross lambs of 7%, 8% and 13% 
respectively. 

· T he number of ewes joined is estimated to have 
declined by 7%, to 41.3 million, in the year to 
autumn 2007. 

· Lamb markings between summer 2007 and summer 
2008 are also expected to fall by 9%, to 33.9 
million. 

· T he national average lambing percentage is 
expected to rise slightly -  from  84.2% to 82.3%

· Surv ey results suggest lamb sales from autumn 2007 
to autumn 2008 will decline 6% on last year, to 21.6 
million head. Similarly, the supply of new season 
lambs (spring 2007 to autumn 2008) is expected to 
drop by 6% as well, to 16.7 million. 

· T he fall in supply re ̄ects the drop in ewe joinings 
and, hence, lambs marked. 

· Despite the higher grain prices, the lamb feedlot 
sector continued to expand, with 2.4 million lambs 
expected to be sold from a feedlot in 2006-07 ± a 
rise of 2% on the same time last year.

· T his rise is predominately driven by increases in WA 
and SA, with grain being more accessible to source 
than in NSW and Victoria, who expect to see falls in 
lambs sold from feedlots. 

· T he low availability of fodder and grain and high 
prices (due to the drought) and growth in feedlots 
appear to be limiting supplementary feeding of 
lambs this year, with this feeding regime contributed 
32% (6.8 million head) of total lamb turn-off, a 
decline of 4.8 percentage points on the same period 
last year. 

· F inishing lambs to heavier weights is dif® cult this 
year ± hence, the survey indicates a slight rise in 
lambs intended for light export markets but a drop to 
the heavy export markets. 

·  The majority of lambs are still destined for domestic 
consumers at 42.2%, up 1% on 2006. 

· T here has been little change in the breed 
composition for ® rst and second cross lamb 
production, with the majority of all Merino ewe 
matings for ® rst cross lamb production being to 
Suffock or Dorset rams, accounting for 26.1% and 
23.8% respectively. 

2007 MLA LAMB SURVEY 2008 RASV PRIME LAMB CARCASE COMPETITION

The Prime Lamb Carcase Competition was introduced by The 
Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria Limited to recognise 
excellence in prime lamb production within the commercial 
sector.  The Competition identi® es and rewards producers 
who generate lambs which meet export speci® cations, 
especially heavy carcases that exhibit high Lean Meat Yield.

Entry in the RASV Prime Lamb Carcase Competition 
requires a consignment of 200 or more ® rst or second cross 
lambs with an average carcase weight of 20-30 kg to be 
processed at the Castricum Brothers abattoir in Dandenong.  
Consignment are assessed using the electronic carcase 
evaluation system VIAscan, which assesses carcases for 
dimensions (length, shape and weight), subcutaneous fat 
distribution and fat depth.

The RASV Prime Lamb Carcase Competition is open to all 
producers and is proudly sponsored by Castricum Brothers 
Pty Ltd, Meat and Livestock Australia and The Weekly Times.

Prize money totalling $7,000 is presented across 1st, 2nd 
and 3rd place award recipients.

Research and observations by Western Division President of The Damara Sheep Breeders Society of Australia. 

Mr Ian Tubby.   May 2008

 In March and April of this year I was fortune to be able to enjoy an around the world air ticket. While places such as 
London and Paris are places we all like to visit, the standout city for me was the ultra modern, rapidly growing city of 
Dubai. My visit to Dubai was both business and tourism. With the help of the Damara marketing group I was able to spend 
a very full, interesting day with a great young man Mr Rami Rabi who is the business development manager with the W.A. 
of® ce of trade in Dubai. Mr Rabi is of Arabic descent, speaks Arabic and English (with a Canadian accent !) and is part of a 
very professional team who represent W.A.'s interest in the U.A.E. in trade and education.

 The city of Dubai is a must see for anyone considering an overseas trip. A few of the more amazing things apart from the 
obvious massive wealth are:

·    Has the tallest building in the world at 800 mtrs with plans to keep ahead of any competitors by extending to 1 
km high if needed !!

·    Plans are in place and building has probable begun on a huge new hotel called ªAsia Asiaº which will have 
6,000 rooms!! This will give Dubai 60,000 hotel rooms when complete. 

·   5,000 buildings are currently under construction in Dubai, employing 70% of the world's cranes, with 
construction going on 24 hrs a day 6 days a week. 

·    Dubai not only has some of the largest supermarkets ( hypermarkets) in the world, but one of the shopping 
centres boasts a very popular 450 mtr indoor ski slope, for people to enjoy while the desert sand bakes outside. 

·     80% of the water used in Dubai is desalinated sea water, with a lot of the heating being sourced from the heat 
generated by the power generating turbines.                               

As the newly elected  Western Division President, I feel responsible to share the information gained with other Australian 
lamb producers. The Wheatbelt Damara Growers Group and the  Damara S.B.S of Aust like all groups have their high and 
low po ints. Without people of the calibre  and resilience of Mr Len Cargeeg who is Damara Sheep Breeders Society of Aust. 
President and the secretary of the Wheatbelt Damara Growers Group a lot of our groups would not be active. I personally 
thank Len  for his years of work and encourage sheep producers, irrespective of the breed, to get right behind their groups 
and show their support. The committee of our group are prepared to be as active as the members require. One of the 
main things I will be pushing while I am President is to re-contact other easycare breed societies to instigate an Australian 
Easycare Sheep Society to represent all growers who produce the sheep of the future.

Sheep marketing in Dubai and the U.A.E.

By this point you have realized that Dubai is a pretty go ahead and exciting place, and that all the dreams of the ruling 
Sheiks of making their city the tourism mecca of the world are fast falling into place. With all these people and action 
comes the next most important item ± food.

Food not only for the tourist but also for the local population, and guess what is the most popular meat along with goat in 
the U.A.E. ± LAMB.

  My day with the W.A. Dept. Of Trade included visits to livestock souks ( markets), a sheep goat cattle and camel abbatoir, 
supermarkets, 100,000 sheep capacity covered feedlots, and last but not least we called in on a company already importing 
lamb from W.A. This company uses Air Emirates to  ̄y chilled whole lamb carcasses direct from Perth.

  I very quickly realized after Rabi did some hard bargaining with the sheep traders, in the traditional custom, on my behalf, 
and after checking the lamb prices at the  local supermarkets, that there was a vast difference between the prices paid 
to Australian sheep producers and what the consumers in Dubai have to pay. Many of the ® gures I have from Dubai are 
con® dential for The Wheatbelt Damara marketing group and will be presented at the next meeting for those who attend. 
Two ® gures of general interest are, that the best price I could buy a normal 50 kg plus Lwt merino shipping wether for was 
$166 Aust, and a scrawny little 15 kg Lwt goat would cost me $100 Aust. 

  I believe these ® gures are very realistic, because, I watched the hard nosed negotiation taking place, although my 
understanding of the Arabic language is zero.  By taking an average lamb price from the supermarkets on a per kg dressed 
weight I came up with similar prices per head, after deducting processing costs.

Market potential for Lamb in The U.S.A.

The market potential for the U.S.A. is huge and we are not even scratching the surface. I would suggest from many inquiries 
I made in Texas in August 2005, and Idaho in March 2008, that up to 50% of people in America below the age of 40 have 
never eaten lamb let alone buy it on a regular basis.

  I am not going to make any claims about the future marketing because I don't understand the complexities of trade policies 
and I know it is very political. I believe it is probably going to be very dif® cult to extend the very small amount of lamb 
we already export to America. The playing ® eld is not level as we know, and it is very obvious the cattle producers and the 
American Cattleman's Association have massive political clout. It is very clear they would love to keep all the sheep down 
on the farm, where they believe they belong. Not a lot has changed since the ranch warfare early last century.

  I have experienced on two separate occasions, and found out that it was store policy, where the huge wholesale 
supermarket Costcos present their shoppers with a so called sample of Australian lamb. The lamb sample consist of a 
couple of chunks of lamb (probably mutton) which has been braised in a fry pan (until not red) with absolutely nothing else 
excepting maybe a lot of salt. Strange as it may seem, just a few meters down the store they offer a small serve of good old 
American beef, complete with all the herbs, gravy and some stir fried veg.!! The comparison as you can imagine would deter 
anyone from wanting lamb forever.

   All is not lost with this market, as one young lady, who enjoys lamb, said when she found out the reason lamb is so hard 
to ® nd, ªhow dare our government deny the American people the right to eat lambº. The cost of lamb compared with beef, 
pork and chicken, let alone the fact you battle to ® nd any is enough to deter anyone.

   I believe that this market is an unknown, huge if we approach it right. At the risk of ending up hog tied to an anthill on the 
prairies of Texas, I for one will be trying to market more of our lamb into America.

Australian Marketing Record

 The feelings I had when I could see the results of all those marketing levies that have been ripped out of growers proceeds 
over all the years was one of total frustration. I have heard it said that a lot of our marketing people are treated as an absolute 
joke by people overseas. As hard as it is to accept, I think it may be right. It is so clear to me that marketing of Australian 
lamb has suffered the same fate as cattle, wool, grains and horticulture etc. The fact that a lot of our marketing has not 
been grassroots, grower driven has resulted in the situation where we now receive prices that are way below the cost of 
production. We can not rely on salary personal to do our marketing. If we need to employ staff their wages have to be 
performance based. These people have to be given the incentive to get it right. 

I hope the above has been of interest and that you may have learnt something. Anyone who want to follow up on this or 
who would like to be in volved with our marketing group please contact me (08 99722033) or Len Cargeeg (08  96851274) 
At the time of writing this we are making some very positive steps to getting our second trial consignment of Damara lamb to 
the U.A.E. and the future is looking extremely bright.

Recent research shows that a maternal diet high in 
omega-6 polyunsaturated fatty acid increases the 
chances of having male offsprings in sheep. One 
must wonder if farmers will start feeding their animals 
differently in order to produce the desire sex ratio.

Research published today in BioMed Central's 
open access journal Reproductive Biology and 
Endocrinology has demonstrated that ewes fed a diet 
enriched with polyunsaturated fats for one month prior 
to conception have a signi® cantly higher chance of 
giving birth to male offspring. This study was carried 
out by a team of researchers from the Division of 
Animal Sciences at the University of Missouri and led 
by R Michael Roberts. Roberts explains how diet at the 
time of conception is the most important factor when it 
comes to in ̄uencing the sex of the offspring.

Polyunsaturated fats are essential nutrients. It is 

believed that the dietary ratio between omega-3 
and omega-6 fats has important biological effects, 
especially in terms of in ̄ammation, immunity and 
central nervous system signalling. The omega-6 fats 
used in this study were protected from digestion by 
naturally occurring rumen bacteria to ensure that they 
would be absorbed through the intestines of the sheep.

According to Roberts ªThis is the ® rst experimental 
study in controlled conditions showing that 
supplementing maternal diet, in this case by increasing 
omega-6 polyunsaturated fatty acid intake, can skew 
the sex ratio towards males in a farm species.º

These ® ndings will be important to the livestock 
industry. As Roberts points out ªIncreasing the amount 
of fat in feed during the breeding period could provide 
a means of controlling the sex ratio of offspring born to 
a herd or  ̄ock.º

OMEGA-6 DIET PRIOR TO PREGNANCY RESULTS IN MORE MALE SHEEP OFFSPRINGS



In 2001 we had a problem with our ET lambs with rectal 
prolapse - two ewes and one ram lamb aged between 6 
and 10 months.  They were on Pellet feed suppliments 
due to surrogate mothers having prematurely stopped 

lactating , and a very poor spring  ̄ush of pasture.  The loss 
of three animals was not only economically painful, it was 
also distressing for us to see the animals fail to respond 
to veterinarian intervention, and eventually having to be 
destroyed.  In 2003 we had another two animals with the 
same problem.  We were unable to establish a genetic 
link between the ® ve animals, and environment was also 
eliminated as a contributing factor.

I spoke to Don Moir, who is the District Veterinarian 
Of® cer (with the Dept of Agriculture and Food) at 

Narrogin, WA.  He told 
me of research being 
done on the relationship 
between the length of 
lambs tails and rectal 
prolapse.   From this 
research it was reported 
that there was suf® cient 
evidence, using data 
on the animals in their 
research project, to 

surmise that increased tail length reduced the incidence 
of rectal prolapse.  We had already begun leaving the 
tails longer than demonstraed by Dolf Lategan, so decided 
to investigate the validity of this report and conduct our 
own trial.  We ceased docking tails in 2004. 

From observation 
of our  ̄ock, we 
have discovered 
that Dorpers 
continually use 
their tails. To 
chase away ̄ i es 
and biting insects, 

to signal health and pleasure and to shake faeces from 
the body. Like the ears, the tail is an indication of health 
status. A healthy, contented animal has perky ears and 
 ̄i cking tail, while drooping ears and tail indicates that the 
animal is unwell.  An added bonus of the animal having a 
long tail is that they are easier to catch - Dorper wool is of 
no assistance in restraining a recalcitrant ewe or lamb, but 
the tail presents itself as a very satisfactory appendage.   

The ewes tail is also an invaluable tool during lambing.  

From the way the ewe holds her tail you can discern, 
from a distance, a ewe which  is in the early stages of 
labour, has just delivered a lamb, or most importantly, 
is experiencing dif® culties and requires assistance.  The 
ewes tail also provides a very handy tool in assisting with 
birth dif® culties.  It can be drawn up so that the pelvic area is 
larger and more accessible, and then used as a counter lever 
when manouvering a mal presented lamb back into the birth 
canal for repositioning and then delivery of the lamb.  It is 
of particular assistance in the successful delivery of a breech 
birth. 

Leaving the tails intact does not seem to have had any 
adverse affects on either ewes or rams. There has been no 
incidence of blow ̄y strike and rectal and uterine prolapse 
has not occurred in any of our long tailed animals. Nor is 
there any indication of adverse affect on conception and 
lambing. Our maiden ewe lambing percentage  (number of 
ewes mated/number of lambs weaned) for the 2008 lambing 
season is 120% .

We have experienced opposition from other breeders 
and buyers who are reluctant to accept long tailed sheep. 
One client informed us that he had docked the ewes as 
soon as he got them back to his property, and another 
was advised by the local Stock agent to dock the tails due to 
market resistance to long tailed sheep.  The Dorper inspector 
who visited our property in 2006 was reluctant to revise 
his thinking on `Dorper Standards' for the show ring but 
agreed that there were no detrimental affects to the general 
appearance and demeanour of the animals by leaving the 
tails intact.  He agreed, that the docking of the tails is purely 
an aesthetic practice which gives a visual perception of bulk 
and muscling to the hindquarters of the animals.

We started breeding Dorpers because we wanted to avoid 
the shearing, crutching, mulesing, jetting, and dipping chores 
of traditional sheep farming. Tail docking is another chore we 
have eliminated from our enterprise. The Dorper is an animal 
which is ideally suited for the clean, green, organic market 
and with the elimination of tail docking gi ves the proponents 
of PETA little cause to interfere in our sheep meat industry.

Released February 1, 2008, by the National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS), Agricultural Statistics Board, 
U.S. Department of Agriculture. 

Total Sheep and Lamb Inventory Down 2 Percent: 
All sheep and lamb inventory in the United States on January 1, 2008, totaled 6.06 million head, down 2 
percent from 2007. After consecutive increases in 2005 and 2006, inventory has now declined for the past 
two years. 

Breeding sheep inventory decreased to 4.51 million head on January 1,2008, down 2 percent from 4.61 million 
head on January 1, 2007. Ewes one year old and older, at 3.62 million head, were 2 percent below last year. 

Market sheep and lambs on January 1, 2008, totaled 1.55 million head, down slightly from January 1, 2007. 
Market lambs comprised 95 percent of the total marketings. Twenty-four percent were lambs under 65 pounds, 
14 percent were 65 - 84 pounds, 26 percent were 85 - 105 pounds, and 36 percent were over 105 pounds. 
Market sheep comprised the remaining 5 percent of total marketings. 

The 2007 lamb crop of 4.05 million head, was down slightly from 2006.  The 2007 lambing rate was 110 lambs 
per 100 ewes one year old and older on January 1,2007, down 1 percent from 2006. 

Shorn wool production in the United States during 2007 was 34.5 million pounds, down 4 percent from 2006. 
Sheep and lambs shorn totaled 4.71 million head, down 3 percent from 2006. The average price paid for wool 
sold in 2007 was $0.88 per pound for a total value of 30.3 million dollars, up 23 percent from 24.5 million 
dollars in 2006. 

Comment ± Denis Russell
For those that have some insecurity about the future of lamb production in Australia should numbers rise, these 
® gure should offer some security. USA is one of our premium markets and can absorb much more product.  
With clean & green and low input production with our management systems we have a lot to offer.  The organic 
market is currently working through supply chain issues to feed into this market with a minimum demand for 
one contract of 250 lambs per week ± 13000 per year.
The stud business may be going through some rationalization but the commercial sector is alive and well.

For those interested the Canadian sheep numbers rest at around 600,000 total.

A British bus company is testing a new secret weapon 
that it hopes will help forward its push to cut its polluting 
emissions - sheep urine.

Stagecoach has ® tted a bus in Winchester with a tank 
containing the animal waste, which is sprayed into exhaust 
fumes to reduce emissions of harmful nitrous oxides.

Andrew Dyer, managing director of Stagecoach South, 
said: ªIt is a novel way of reducing pollution but we believe 
it will w ork. There is nothing to worry about - we won't 
be asking passengers to leave a sample and we won't be 
carrying a resident sheep at the back of the bus.º

The scheme is backed by Hampshire county council as 
part of an effort to reduce pollution. The bus carried its ® rst 
passengers last month.

The urine is collected by the fertiliser industry from farmyard 
waste and re® ned into pure urea, which is then sold on to be 
used in the green engine technology. Ammonia from the urea 
reacts with nitrous oxides in the exhaust fumes and converts 
them to nitrogen gas and water, which is released as steam.

Mr Dyer said the idea was no laughing matter. ªI got some 
laughs when I told a transport conference in Birmingham 
that sheep urine could be the key to cleaner vehicles but it is 
becoming a reality. This is the latest in green technology and 
we believe it will help make our cities better places to be for 
the public.º

New EU regulations to be introduced in October next year 
will bring tighter restrictions on emissions, he said.

The urea-injection system was developed by Darlington-
based engine manufacturer Cummins.

Andy Wren of Hampshire county council said: ªWe are 
running many anti-pollution initiati ves, but the sheep urine 
idea gets the attention.º
