A$34,000 Australian record 

Dorper ram shot the breed into the limelight during the sixth annual Dorper and White Dorper 
National Sale at Dubbo Showground early last week.      
And competition from overseas breeders kept Australians on their toes. This year, 22 Dorper 
rams sold from an offering of 29 head which grossed $73,000   to average $3318, a healthy  
$1938 above last year’s average values when 30 rams topped at $4600 and averaged $1380. 
 
Sixteen of 17 stud Dorper ewes sold to $3100, grossed $22,000 and averaged $1375, just 
$60 above last year’s values when 13 ewes topped at $2400 to average $1315.  A bidding 
duel between an in-crowd bidder and a mobile phone bidder erupted when the 2008 Dubbo  
National Show grand champion ram and supreme Dorper exhibit entered the ring.    
The ram, Amarula Maverick, was offered by Lorroi  and Justin Kirkby, Amarula  stud, 
Gravesend.      
The phone bidder, Valdomiro  Polisiero of VPJ  Agropecuaria, Sao Paulo, Brazil, won the 
bidding tussle with Landmark’s David Hart relaying the bids to Elders auctioneer, Andy 
McGeoch.   
Justin Kirkby said Mr Polisiero bought the ram on the strength of its show awards and photos 
the Kirkbys had shown him on a visit when in Brazil.    
Losing bidder was Thiago Sodre of Metroprom Farm, Sao Paulo.      
Second top at $5000 was one of two rams bought by World Wide Genetics and a Brazilian 
Investment Group through Bulbarli stud, Kojonup, Western Australia, who paid a total of 
$8800 for their duo.      
Andrea Van Niekerk, Dell Dorpers, Moama, sold the $5000 ram, a 25-month-old son of John 
Dell 030438, weighing 106.5 kilograms with an eye muscle depth (EMD) of 46 millimetres.    
Dell’s ram trio averaged $3533, while three stud ewes averaged $2433 and topped the sale at 
$3100.    
This price was paid by Greg and Sandra Green, “Woodridge”, Greenmount, Queensland, for 
John Dell 5100 with twin lambs by Kalla 6204, the reserve champion ram of the Dubbo 
National this year and the champion ram at the Australian Sheep Show, Bendigo, Victoria, 
which earlier sold for $3000 to Luis and Irma Alanis, L.A. Dorpers, Monterrey, Mexico. 
      
Demand was also strong for White Dorper rams, resulting in buyers paying an extra $343 a 
head on average for 105 head. Of the 121 catalogued rams, 105 sold to $11,000, grossed 
$190,550 and averaged $1815.       
This was up on last year’s $1472 average and $7000 top.   
 
The $11,000 sale-topper from Bellevue stud, Millmerran, Queensland, operated by Floors Nell 
with David and Robbie Curtis, was purchased in partnership by Christo and Marietjie 
Harmse’s Castlebar stud, Boggabri, with Will Cannington, Back Creek stud, Narrabri.    
The 12-month-old ram, by Same Haling 06006 from Floors Brand 03004, weighed 93 
kilograms and had an EMD of 45mm.     
Second-top at $8000 was one of three purchases grossing $15,800 by a partnership of Bruce, 
Diana and Ben Clarke, Riverside stud, Goomalling, Western Australia; David Thorn, Bulbarli 
stud, Toodyay, WA, and Stuart Scheider, Closeburn stud, Grenfell.      
The $8000 Terraweena  stud ram sold by Angus and Geof Burnett-Smith, Toowoomba,  Qld, 
was a 13-month-old son of the 2006 South African national show champion, Lotter Egoli, and  
weighed 87.5kg with an EMD of 45mm.      
The syndicate also paid equal third top price of $5000 for the rising 13- month-old ram from 
Highveld stud, Mendooran, sired by Kotze Alliance303 (ET), weighing 94kg and with an EMD 
of 48.5mm.     
Geoff Patrick’s Gossamer Down stud, Gwabegar, also made $5000 third top money for a 12-
month-old Allambie  B736 son from Gossamer Down 060005.      
Weighing 97kg with a 39mm EMD, the ram was purchased by the Edson and Russell families 
of Keith, SA. Gossamer Down stud sold four rams to average $2250.   



 
Twenty-two White Dorper stud ewes sold from $500 to $2200, and grossed $16,400 to 
average $745, down $179  a head on last year’s values.  
 
Top-priced stud ewe at $2200 was an Australis ewe, rising 13 months with a lamb, and one of 
three ewes sold by B Mawson, Strathalbyn, SA, averaging $1567.  
    
The sale was conducted by Elders and Landmark. Andy McGeoch and Andrew Wishart were 
auctioneers.      
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
